TASK 1 – Language analysis 
Understanding language systems in terms of meaning / use, form, pronunciation (and sometimes register) is an essential aspect of effective language teaching. Here we’d like to assess your knowledge of language systems. 
Look at the verbs underlined in the following incorrect sentences. In each:
a) correct the tense
b) name the correct tense
c) say what the meaning of the correct tense is. 
d) provide a possible reason for this error
The first is done for you.
Example: I read a good book at the moment.
a) 	I’m reading a good book at the moment.
b) 	Present Continuous
c) 	used to describe an action happening now, or around this time.
d) 	the student may not be able to differentiate between the simple and the continuous aspect of the present tense as this is not a distinction made in their own language.

2. She’s been to the bank yesterday.
3. When I was a child, I would have a pet dog.

TASK 2 – Assessing learner output
Understanding the errors learners make is an essential element of understanding the learning issues that learner may have with a new language. This also enables a good teacher to better respond to the needs of the learners. Here we want to get an idea of your ability to do this.
The text for this task is reproduced on the opposite page. It was written by a learner in an Intermediate class in response to the following task:
A friend is going to visit your home town and has asked for advice about how to get there and how to get around. Write an email giving her this information.
Identify three key strengths and three key weaknesses of the text. Provide an example of each strength and each weakness.
Your answer should focus on some or all of the areas listed below:
· Style and genre
· Organisation
· Cohesion
· Accuracy of grammar
· Complexity of grammar
· Range of lexis

TASK 3 – Dealing with pronunciation
Understanding the errors learners make with pronunciation is an essential element of helping the learner produce accurate spoken language. Here we want to get an idea of your ability to do this.

TASK 4 – Teaching suggestions
Clarifying meaning is an essential skill for the foreign language teacher. Here we want to get an idea of your ability to do this.
What is the difference in meaning between these pairs of sentences? How could you make it clear to a student? You can make brief notes here for discussion in the interview.
The first has been done for you.
Example: 	a) I like going to the cinema.
		b) I’d like to go to the cinema.
(a) means ‘I like it in general’ and describes someone’s habits.
(b) implies on a specific occasion, e.g. tonight – I’d like = I want.
First, I would present some things that I (the teacher) likes doing, perhaps accompanied by a picture, e.g. going to the cinema, shopping, reading etc. I would get students to share some of the things they like doing as well. Then I’d ask students to tell each other of the plans they have after their lesson. I would then try and elicit ‘I’d like to go to the cinema after my lesson’ and ask them concept checking questions, e.g. Is this a habit? (no); Is this something that I want to happen every day or just today? (today) etc.

2. 	a) I’ve cleaned the living room.

TASK 7 – Lesson planning
Planning is one part of the development process the Delta looks at in depth. Please submit a lesson plan for a grammar or vocabulary lesson you’ve recently taught. This must be a lesson that you have already taught, even if you write this plan retrospectively.
The lesson plan should state the following:
· Level
· A group profile of the learners
· Learning aims / outcomes for the lesson as a whole
· Analysis of the grammar or vocabulary taught
· Anticipated problems and practical solutions with the language or the lesson as a whole
· Stages
· Stages aims
· Timing
· Interaction patterns
· Procedure

Ensure a copy of all tasks and materials is included with the plan. 

You may not have looked at planning in this amount of depth since your initial training qualifications, but it’s important for your tutors to be able to assess your existing ability to plan appropriately and to give you an idea of what is expected on the course. We’re not looking for perfection, just to diagnose where you’re at in your planning abilities.

TASK 8 – Reflective practice
The ability to reflect on our teaching practice in order to improve it is one the most fundamental principles of the Delta course and of any aspect of teacher development in general.

Please provide a maximum 500 word evaluation of the lesson above. Your evaluation doesn’t have to be all good, we’re looking for your ability to evaluate critically and reflectively. Please refer to at least three different sources to support your arguments and justify your priorities. 

Again, you may not have evaluated your teaching to this degree of depth since your initial training qualifications, but it’s important for your tutors to be able to assess your existing ability to reflect on your own professional practice and to give you an idea of what is expected on the course. We’re not looking for perfection, just to diagnose where you’re at in your reflective practice abilities.
